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The Durham Woodworking Club (DWC) is pleased to welcome members of community clubs (e.g. Cubs, Girl Guides, etc.) and related individuals (parents and or leaders) to our shop to participate in woodworking activity. 
Please note that ALL such participants, i.e., club members and related individuals, in DWC activities must have a Provisional Membership in the DWC.
[bookmark: _Hlk132225790]The DWC must be informed in advance i.e., at the time of application, of any special conditions/special needs relating to any of the participants.  Providing a safe work environment for everyone is paramount for the DWC.

Woodworking shops contain powerful machinery.  The machinery is a wonderful aid to the production of beautiful, satisfying wooden crafts, but needs to be respected for its potential to be dangerous if mishandled.
Your visit will be supervised by DWC personnel, and all participants must adhere to the Club’s specific guidelines as stated below.

1. CLOTHING/JEWELRY
a. Clothing must not be loose, to avoid it getting caught in machinery.
b. No neckerchiefs or scarfs may be worn.
c. Long hair must be tied/pinned back.
d. No jewelry that can get caught in the machinery may be worn (e.g., necklaces, bracelets etc).

2. SUPERVISORY PERSONNEL
a. Visitors/students must be always accompanied by a supervisory DWC member whenever using DWC equipment.
b. Adult leaders/parents must be present during student/visitor events at the DWC Shop.  The DWC requires a minimum of:
i) 1 leader/parent for every 5 students/visitors under the age of 15, and 
ii) 1 leader/parent for every 7 students/visitors over the age of 15
 be present at the event.

3. SHOP BEHAVIOR and PERSONAL PROTECTION
a. All participants and related individuals must listen to and act according to instructions from supervisory DWC members.
b. Students/youth  must inform supervisors whenever leaving the room, e.g., washroom break.
c. Students/youth/visitors are not to touch any equipment in the shop outside of their activity.
d. There is NO running in the shop at ANY time
e. All participants must wear eye protection at all times when in the shop, and ear protection when relevant, as determined by supervisory DWC staff
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4. WAIVERS
a. All Visitors/Students under the age of 18 must have a DWC waiver of liability signed by a parent or guardian.  
b. Visitors/Students over the age of 18 must sign their own waiver of liability.
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
