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Special Interest Groups

The Durham Woodworking Club (DWC) is an Incorporated, Not-for-Profit organization. The purpose of our organization is to provide useful, enjoyable woodworking services to club members and to the community.  We do this by providing training and facilities for members to learn, share and engage in all matter of woodworking.  In addition to personal projects, members are involved in various community out-reach services, including making pens for armed forces personnel, wig stands for cancer patients, wooden cars with Cubs and picture frames with Guides.

Our insurance requirements do not allow the members of the Durham Woodworking Club to instruct/mentor/interact with non-members.  As a result, to work with members of your group and other related individuals, the DWC must enrol these individuals as Provisional Members of the DWC.  Such membership is only for specifically defined individuals on a specifically defined date.
The process for this enrolment is as follows.   
1. You must complete a “Group Provisional Membership application form” (specifically listing each leader, adult, youth and parent from or related to your group), and provide that application to the DWC prior to the event.
2. Your Group must pay a set fee to the DWC and 
3. Your Group must ensure that every person from or related to your group who is applying for a Provisional Membership (leader, adult, youth and parent) completes a Waiver Form and provides that form to the DWC on or before the designated night, for approval by the DWC.

By submitting these forms and paying the required fee before the start of the activity, the identified members of your group and any other named, related individuals will be extended a Provisional Membership on the day(s) that you are scheduled to be at the Durham Woodworking Club.
